All books have also been test-
ed in the language community. Every day the lead translator and 
head exegetical consultant work a few hours on checking, revising 
and standardizing the New Testament. With sensitivity, the team 
continues to work with local church leaders and members toward 
acceptance and use of the translated Scriptures.
