Marching Forward
We can tell you that the Majang project is marching forward, 

which is a joy to the team and many Majang people. As planned, 
the team published 500 trial copies of Matthew’s Gospel and has 
given some of these booklets to church leaders for their edification 
and for building up their congregations.

Drafting of 1 and 2 Timothy and James is in process, in answer 
to prayer. Initial church-based literacy classes have begun as well. 
More on-the-job training in computers has been taking place for 
the translators and project leaders, and the local Scripture review-
ers’ committee continues to hone their skills.

Prayers—A Sweet-Smelling Fragrance
Constant, unceasing prayers are needed on behalf of this vital 

ministry. According to the Bible, the prayers of the saints are so 
precious to God that they ascend to heaven before Him with the 
smoke of the incense out of the angel’s hand, thus signifying that 
our prayers have a sweet-smelling fragrance that’s pleasing to the 
Lord and has eternal significance (Revelation 8:4).
