For along time, translators George and Beera Nashar wanted
to start a Sunday school program for the Rutara children in the
church they regularly attend. Last year during Christmas holi-
days, they held a contest for the local kids. They felt encouraged
by the response, so they announced they’d start Sunday school
the following week.

Every week since then, they’ve been reading from the Rutara
Gospel of Mark with the children. One Sunday as George was
teaching about the feeding of the 5,000 in chapter 6, a little boy
deliberately interrupted the lesson.

“That story is in this book!” he beamed, holding up a tattered
edition of an old New Readers Series booklet the team had trans-
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lated some time ago. Several of his companions nodded, indicat-
ing their understanding as well.

The boys loved the New Readers Series—booklets full of pic-
tures containing Old Testament stories and New Testament
stories about Jesus in a simplified, easy-to-read form—so the
team has started using the five-part series exclusively for Sun-
day school in that village. Nothing encourages a translator more
than a worn-out book!

The Nashars traveled to visit the training institute of their
mission to evaluate the language-learning skills of the new
Christian workers they’d taught last year. Although this took
time away from their translation, it’s valuable to the cause of
Christ to assist their mission with training new recruits. This
kind of partnership on the field is vital to preparing those who
will help implement the translated Scriptures.

A Good legacy

The Apostle Paul told Timothy, “Pursue righteousness and a
godly life, along with faith, love, perseverance and gentleness. Fight
the good fight for the true faith. Hold tightly to the eternal life to
which God has called you, which you have confessed so well before
many witnesses. And I charge you before God, who gives life to all,
and before Christ Jesus, who gave a good testimony before Pontius
Pilate, that you obey this command without wavering. Then no one
can find fault with you from now until our Lord Jesus Christ comes
again” (1 Timothy 6:11b-14).

This advice from Paul assured Timothy a legacy of faith. It ap-
plies to every believer in every generation and in every culture.
